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Is my drinking water safe?

Yes, our water meets all of EPA’s health standards. We
have conducted numerous tests for over 80 contami-
nants that may be in drinking water. As you'll see in the
chart on the back, we detected only 10 of these con-
taminants. We found all of these contaminants at safe
levels.

What is the source of my water?

Your water, surface water, comes from Piney River,
Cumberland River and Turnbull Creek. Qur goal is to
protect our water from contaminants and we are work-
ing with the State to determine the vulnerability of our
water supply to contamination. The Tennessee
Department of Environment and
Conservation (TDEC) has pre-
pared a source water assess-
ment program (SWAP) report for
the untreated water sources
serving this water system. The
SWAP report assesses the sus-
ceptibility of untreated water
sources to potential contamina-
tion. To ensure safe drinking
water, all public water systems
treat and routinely test their
water. Water sources have been
rated as reasonably susceptible,
moderately susceptible, or slightly susceptible, based
on geologic factors and human activities in the vicinity
of the water source. The WADC water system sources
rated as reasonably susceptible to potential contami-
nation. An explanation of Tennessee's Source Water
Assessment Program, the Source Water Assessment
Summaries, susceptibility scorings and the overall
TDEC report can be viewed online at
www.state.tn.us/envirionment/dws/dwassess.php, or
you may contact the Water System to obtain copies of
specific assessments. A source water assessment has
been developed and is available for review at the
Dickson treatment plant office during normal business
hours.

Why are there contaminants in my water?

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reason-
ably be expected to contain at least small amounts of
some contaminants. Community water systems are
required to disclose the detection of contaminants:
however, bottled water companies are not required to
comply with this regulation. The presence of contami-
nants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a
health risk. More information about contaminants and
